To reserve your place in camp, all forms must be thoroughly completed, signed and returned with the $25 application fee.   Last year’s overnight camp sessions filled very quickly, so be sure to return your application as soon as possible, especially if you are planning to attend overnight camp.If you require financial assistance in paying camp fees, be sure to read the enclosed information, and return a completed scholarship form.
The medical forms (# 4 and #5 above) require a physician’s signature and may be mailed separately at a later date.  However, they must be received not later than May 30, 2010.  
Once your forms have been received and processed, you will be contacted to tentatively confirm your camp dates, and to discuss any scholarship requests.  During late May you will receive final confirmation of your camp dates and a list of instructions by mail.
